CESSWI (Certified Erosion, Sediment and StormWater Inspector) provides a concentrated focus 
on inspection for construction and construction-related activities, with an emphasis on erosion 
and sediment control, and other stormwater pollution prevention practices.

The CESSWI certification verifies that professionals meet the qualifications (including the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency’s National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) 
definition of “Qualified Personnel”) required to oversee projects in compliance with environ-
mental regulations, including those related to water pollution.  

CESSWIs are recognized by regulatory bodies around the world as qualified professionals and 
are often required for project approval.  As the only international Professional Certification, 
CESSWIs are required to satisfy educational and experience standards, adhere to a code of 
ethics, pass a rigorous qualifying exam, and maintain expertise through a continuing profession-
al development program.

Erosion, Sediment Control and Stormwater Pollution Prevention are critical parts of every con-
struction project. Government agencies are increasing regulatory requirements and enforce-
ment.
